Classes are held on Fridays from 7:00 — 8:00 PM at Wood Acres Elementary School on 5800 Cromwell Dr., Bethesda,
MD 20816.

We accommodate students ages 5 - 12 who are interested in exposure to Czech and Slovak languages. Currently we have
about 35 students in three Czech and two Slovak classes.

During the last week we have had a change in administration of the school and in the teaching staff. We are excited to
have hired new professional teachers for our three Czech classes (beginners, first and second grade together, third grade)
who replaced our previous Czech teachers. Since the number of Slovak students’ class grew, we split the class into two.
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Recently, we have started with 30-minutes optional traditional dancing and singing at 8:00 PM. Y ounger students have the
option of starting earlier, at 7:45 PM. After school and folklor, majority of the kids move into the gymnasium for optional
Sokol Gymnastics classes conducted from 8:00 — 10:00 PM.

We have started Czech and Slovak classes for adults that are still in a process of forming.
Operation of skolka/play group will continue on the same schedule as before, from 7:00 — 8:00 PM.

Steeped in the Czech string quartet tradition, this young ensemble received top prizes in the Banff, London, and Prague
Spring international competitions. Admission is free.

Psi vojaci - November 6, 2009 — concert at the Embassy of the Czech Republic, 3900 Spring of Freedom Street, NW,
Washington, DC 20008. The music of Psi vojaci hasits roots in the underground Czech music scene. Lead by singer /
songwriter Filip Topol, the group performed for the first time in 1979 at Prague Jazz Days (the band members were hardly
over 13). The group drew the attention of the Czechoslovakian secret police; therefore, the group could not perform
officially. The band appeared only at private underground events. After the demaocratic changes in Czechoslovakiain
1989, Psi vojaci became a favorite band on the local club scene and at festivals. They toured throughout Europe, and at
Euro-rock in Belgium with Jesus and Mary Chain and in Belfort with the renowned Carlos Santana.

The Plastic People of the Universe - November 11, 2009, documentary at 8:00pm at the Avalon Theatre
www.theavalon.org, 5612 Connecticut Avenue, Washington, DC 20015. This documentary traces the life and times of the
Czech underground band that became a symbol of the anti-Communist struggle of the seventies and eighties. The film
examines the band over three decades of activities. Although the Plastic People never defined themselves as a political
ensemble, in the 1970s and 1980s, they were one of the symbols of resistance against the communist state power in
Czechoslovakia. The arrest and imprisonment of the Plastics horrified the public and contributed to the origin of Charter
77 inthe Czech Lands. The so-called third culture thus started to form around the band, a culture where the regime could
not exercise its influence.(2001, 74 min., in Czech with English subtitles, DIR: Jana Chytilovd)
